Note:  RFQ  Reference  Number  is  located  at  the  front  page  of  the 
request for quotation.  

 
Proposal/quotation must be in a single PDF file only and must not exceed 
25 MB.  

 
2. Bidders  will  be  immediately  notified  via  email  of  the  receipt  of  the 

proposal/quotation. 
 

3. Proposal/quotation not password-protected and/or submitted late based on 
system timestamp will be automatically disqualified. 

 
4. A bid opening will take place immediately after the deadline through video 

conferencing. The meeting link will be sent to participating bidders. 
 

5. For  proposal/quotation  submitted  online,  the  bidder  shall  provide  the 
password of the file password when requested via the chat box or call/SMS 
during the bid opening.
