Project Location: Energy Supply Base, Mainaga, Mabini, Batangas

Justification: The transformation of the PNOC Energy Supply Base into an
Offshore Wind Integration Port aligns with the global shift towards
renewable energy and the growing demand for offshore wind
farms. Conducting a detailed investor study and developing a
robust business model for an OSWIP that will attract investors by
providing a clear understanding of financial parameters, market
potential, and project viability.

I. INTRODUCTION

The Philippine National Oil Company (PNOC) owns an existing Energy Supply Base (ESB)
in its 19.2 hectare property located in Mabini, Batangas, which they plan to transform into an
Offshore Wind Integration Port (OSWIP). Established in 1977, the Energy Supply Base has
traditionally supported offshore and onshore exploration activities.
